Entry Requirements
Level 2 Certificate in Counselling Skills and 
Level 3 Certificate in Counselling Studies or 
their equivalent. Candidates are required to 
have completed tutor observed Person-Centred 
skills sessions.

Applicants need to be able to demonstrate 
their ability to handle the level of academic 
work required and show a willingness to take 
responsibility for oneself. An enhanced DBS is 
required. The two day residential is mandatory 
and not included in the fees.
