Entry Requirements
You should have GCSE Grade A*-C/Grade 9-4 
in Mathematics and English, or an equivalent 
qualification. 

This course is a progression route for those 
who have passed a Level 2 qualification 
(or above) or have a minimum of 1 years 
experience in assisting pupils in learning 
environments. You will be required to commit 
to and complete a practice placement for 
the duration of the course with a minimum 
attendance of 6.5 hours per week. You should 
arrange this placement yourself prior to the 
start of the course.
